Frequency: 25 cases; 0.8% of all crashes
Severity: 26% resulted in serious or fatal injuries

Tun—Facing Tratfic

Description: The bicyclist made a left turn in
front of facing approach traffic.

Summary: In comparison to all crashes, this

crash was more likely to involve child (age 0 to
9) bicyclists.

Almost 50 percent occurred on high-speed

(60 to 70 km/h) and very high-speed (80+ km/h)
roads combined. More than 50 percent took
place in rural areas.

A moving or stopped vehicle was a vision
obstruction in 16 percent of the crashes. The roa
condition was wet in 13 percent.

This event tended to be more severe than the
average.
